THE TRUTH ABOUT COLD WATER 

1.  Cold shock response--you can't breathe 

2.  Cold incapacitation--you can't swim 

3.  Hypothermia--you can live longer than you think you can, if you are wearing flotation 

4.  Post-rescue collapse--you can still die from arrhythmia, keep the rescued person down no matter how warm 

they feel 

 Notes from Tugnuts Blog: Here are some of our findings: Man Over Board loses ability to aid in rescue at about 20 

minutes. Largest group that died were attached to the rescue boat. No boat in the reports had the capacity to lift 

MOB out of the water. Wet clothes and personal flotation device add over 100 pounds to MOB. All deaths occurred 

to people who were in excellent physical condition and known to be good swimmers. Everyone should know what 

to do with someone suffering from hypothermia because the next group died on the boat after being rescued. The 

article explains this well.
