 CRUISE BOAT OF THE YEAR 
 Ever wonder how the "Cruise Boat of the Year" is selected?  Surprisingly, there actually is an 
objective criterion to determine which boat is awarded this honor.  Through a system apparently adopted by the 
TTPYC in 2006, the award is determined by the number of "points" accumulated in accordance with the following: 
1. A boat earns two points for every TTPYC cruise event attended. 
2. A boat can also earn points at the rate of .01 point per nautical mile for cruising to places or events, other than 
TTPYC cruises.  Racing does not count, but taking the boat to a race event would allow the miles enroute to be 
counted.
