Final 2010 TTPYC Cruises-September brings the final two cruises of the season, both traditional favorites.  On 
Labor Day weekend, Tom and Kersten Hubbard (Tiburon) host the cruise to Longbranch (see their flyer for 
details).  Two weeks later Buzz and Tish Greenman (Prime Meridian), and Orv and Rose Edmiston (Cheers) will co-
host the Sleep-n-Creep at Dockton. 
  
 Desolation Sound Cruise Report- Four TTPYC vessels, Andromeda, Prime Meridian, Sloe Tango, and Tracer, 
completed the 2010 Desolation Sound cruise. Everyone enjoyed the excellent weather, fine dining experiences, 
beautiful cruising venues, and even some sailing opportunities.   
  
Participants met at the Point Hudson marina on July 24 for an easy crossing of the Juan de Fuca Strait the next 
morning, then anchored out at Deer Harbor for the night.  After entering Canada at Bedwell Harbor the next 
morning, the flotilla anchored out at Montague Harbor for the night.  The following day the group went through 
Dodd Narrows and tied up at the Port Authority Marina in Nanaimo.  After carefully skirting the active Whisky/Gulf 
torpedo range the following morning, the group crossed the Strait of Georgia in fine weather and anchored for the 
night in Garden Bay, Pender Harbor.  Heading north along Malaspina Strait the next day, the group dropped the 
hook for the night in the Copeland Islands. 
  
In Desolation Sound the following day, the group anchored in Grace Harbor where the kayaks were deployed and 
crews went for a freshwater swim in a nearby lake.  Everyone boarded Andromeda at happy hour to head down 
Okeover Inlet to the ȰLaughing Oysterȱ for dinner.  Next morning the boats repositioned to Prideaux Haven for 
more kayaking and saltwater swimming in the 74 degree water.  The following morning Andromeda and Sloe Tango 
proceeded directly to Walsh Cove, while Prime Meridian and Tracer spent the day in Pendrell Sound enjoying the 
77 degree saltwater, while surrounded by snow-capped mountains, then rejoining the others for the night at Walsh 
Cove, at anchor. 
  
The crews spent two nights on the hook at Walsh Cove kayaking, swimming and snorkeling in the clear warm 
saltwater.  Then the group rounded the west side of West Redonda Island and entered the long, narrow Von 
Dunlop Inlet to anchor for the evening, after a few hikes over various trails to Squirrel Cove.  For the first time in 
the trip, the sunset was hazy, from the smoke funneling down Toba Inlet from the forest fires near Whistler. In 
anticipation of a change in the weather, most of the group headed to Gorge Harbor Resort Marina on Cortes Island 
where the crews enjoyed the resort's swimming pool.

 CRUISE BOAT OF THE YEAR 
 Ever wonder how the "Cruise Boat of the Year" is selected?  Surprisingly, there actually is an objective criterion to 
determine which boat is awarded this honor.  Through a system apparently adopted by the TTPYC in 2006, the 
award is determined by the number of "points" accumulated in accordance with the following: 
1. A boat earns two points for every TTPYC cruise event attended. 
2. A boat can also earn points at the rate of .01 point per nautical mile for cruising to places or events, other than 
TTPYC cruises.  Racing does not count, but taking the boat to a race event would allow the miles enroute to be 
counted.

Review/Revision Team (Debra Valpey as chair, Kersten and Tom Hubbard, Steve and Janet Sisson, Tom Schacht, 

Tom and Jean Spohn, and Ray Valpey). We have concluded our work and are ready to present it to you, the 

membership, for your approval after the Board endorses our recommendations.   

 

Generally speaking, we explored three areas of concern.  

1.)  Making our by-laws more reflective of our Mission and Vision (i.e. Article 1 now emphasizes stewardship 

of our marine environment rather than exploitation, family and all-ages fun is made a focus, and junior members 

were changed from ages 12-16 to ages 18-21 to encourage young adults to become more involved, etc.)  

 

2.) Making our by-laws internally consistent and clearer (i.e.  the Annual Business Meeting is distinguished 

from  Change of Watch, the latter being a social celebration; it is  stated that the commodore may assign task 

forces; it is clarified that delinquent members MAY, rather than SHALL, be terminated; our location for conducting 

business is noted as being variable, etc.).  

 

3.) Making our language more inclusive (i.e. he becomes he/she and married couples become simply couples, 

etc.).
